ENGINEER'S REPORT

Engineer Minsterman reported that the road pavimgnam is scheduled to start in early May; pending
guide rail installation. Public Works will commeandhe guide rail work upon delivery of materials,
scheduled for April 28 The CCTV contractor will be back in town to wark certain areas they could not
access; Public Works will be uncovering buried n@es, etc. Geo-tech evaluation is underway in the
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Clearview Avenue area; they are looking at remedgésg Green Technology to control the water run-of
and other problems naturally. They are lookingdoection from Council with regard to the EImwood
sewer repair work; whether to patch or pave frombda-curb. They will be working on specs for the
documents with regard to the COG grant for the Alamps. They recommend that the borough authorize
3RWW to submit, on the borough’s behalf, the flownitoring data report, which is required under the
Consent Order. A form, authorizing same, will needbe completed and submitted to 3RWW. Mr.
Christman inquired on road closings during the pawf Backbone Road. It was noted that closingldvou
be intermittent, only while working, not overnighGuide rail work and paving estimated to be conegle
within 30 to 60 days. Other items discussed: Pulibeks will most likely saw-cut and make clean patc
and will determine if they need to go curb-to-carb EImwood. CVS developer will be correcting ADA

MAYOR'’S REPORT

Mayor O’Connell reported that the department redpdnto 239 calls during the month of March, and
referred Council to the written report. She repibitgat the rope was broken on the flag pole incihae,
flag stuck halfway up, and thanked Public Works &amel CVFD for repairing it. She reported that a
resident letter was received by the Police Deptnking them and noting that they feel safe andsteep

at night because of them. Mr. Bloom inquired oim8tus money received by police depts. in many
neighboring municipalities, reported in the Suburizazette, and asked why Crafton did not receiye an
Mayor O’Connell surmised that it is due to the ladkcrime in Crafton. Mr. Bloom noted that we are
comparable in size and activity to Ingram, who disg little or no crime, yet they received in exceb
$10,000. Mayor O’Connell noted that activity woudd derived from the UCR reports, and Mr. Bloom
guestioned the departments’ UCR reporting or ptessibder-reporting of information to the government

PRESIDENT'S REPORT

Mr. Christman, referring to the*uarter financial report, noted that revenuesaa28% and expenditures
are at 18%, and commended the Manager for a fine Mrs. Sappie, again noted, that she has reqlieste
financial reports from the committees and departsemdicating whether or not they anticipate any
increase in revenues or unanticipated expenditamgd;has not received any response. Mayor O’'Cbnnel
noted that she has nothing to report, and Mr. @hea asked that committees and departments reackt b
to Mrs. Sappie, even if it is to report no changeticipated.

MANAGER/SECRETARY'S REPORT

Manager Sample reported that Walnut street prolidemot a sewer lateral problem, as first suspeand,

is due to base failure. Public Works will be renmayvithe bricks, rebuilding the base and relaying the
bricks; also, on an area on Belvidere Street. Pphablem is occurring on many of the brick straetthe
borough. He met with Congressman Doyle and disthugise Park grant, and possible Stimulus money
projects such as Black’s Bridge, Clearview and sewgpairs. Arbor Day was celebrated today at the
Crafton Elementary School, emceed by Judy Kuestingre Shade Tree Commission, and a Dogwood tree
was planted at the school. He reported that tl82 B®agrave would be signed over to the Gilmer 6RD
Friday. Mrs. Sappie inquired on the transfer &f 1962 Seagrave to the CVFD; Manager Sample raporte
that it would be in the name of the CVFD Relief dgation, and not titled in an individuals namedan
again, reiterated that if no longer used by the BDVBwnership would revert back to the borough. He
reported that approx. $7,300 recycle grant fundeeweceived; these funds are used for the newslette
educating residents on recycling, leaf pickup aeclcle cans placed last year. Mrs. Sappie notad th
recycling containers are needed in the park andags}y at the pool. A lid is made for 55 gal. Drs, to
accommodate cans and bottles, that can be placedeoexisting containers, and these funds should be
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used to purchase these lids. Mr. Cindric commettiatl he requested an update on both the Allegheny
County grant for the salt bin and the Fire Commisdoan, at the last meeting. It was noted by Mana
Sample, at that time, that there was nothing neveport. Mr. Cindric reported that he has sin@ened
information that there were approx. 12 issues withFire Commission loan that need to be resolaged,
was disappointed that this information was not regubto Council. He reported that he had conthatiie

Fire Commission and was provided this informationder the Right To Know, in the form of an e-malil
sent to the CVFD on April 0 Mr. Crown noted that there was an e-mail problére CVFD did not
receive that e-mail, and received that information letter received approx. 2 weeks later. Hebiess in
touch with someone at the Commission, these werrenagor issues, and have been resolved — except for
the DCED application, which cannot be done un# tnds are actually awarded. This loan applicatio
should be placed on the Commission’s May agenda.Qurdric commented that he was told that due to
the outstanding issues, it would not be on theemag until June with possible funding not availalniéil
August. Mr. Crown contradicted the informationrgereported by Mr. Cindric, and added that the CVFD
must obtain a short term loan, which is alreadylate with PNC, for the purchase which will thenpaéd

off by the Fire Commission Loan. This burden istlteem CVFD,; it is their business, and not the Botmug
either way, it is the CVFD’s obligation and concestether it receives the 2% loan from the Fire
Commission or is obligated to another loan, aighsy higher rate. Mrs. Luxbacher, revisited tieeycle
issue, and it was confirmed that adequate infoonatvas placed in the newsletter to satisfy the alecy
grant.

DISCUSSION ITEMS AND OLD BUSINESS

a. EMS Services- Mr. Bloom requested that the Solicitor's writtgpinion on the votes; the Mayor's
Veto, case law, etc., be attached to and made taopahese Minutes. Solicitor Ayoob
reiterated his opinion that the two original vostand and were carried by a 5-4 majority vote
(1. 120 notice to REMS to terminate service andhorize the Manager to negotiate with
NorthWest) that these are administrative actions by Couanidl not legislative, that the
Mayor’s Veto was invalid and the action taken & kst meeting also invalid, and advised
that the 120 day clock is ticking on obtaining avrieMS provider. He added that there are
factors to be considered when a contract is matie ahew provider, which may, or may not
be subject to a Mayor’s Veto, such as whether thétdbe an unbudgeted expenses related to
the contract or if the contract period would beeixcess of one year. Mayor O’Connell
disagreed, and feels confident that this was altjre matter and her veto was valid. Mr.
Bloom and Mrs. Luxbacher asked for case law to taumisite her opinion, similar to what was
provided by Solicitor Ayoob. Mrs. Luxbacher addbat, at the last meeting, Council was
unsure as to how they should proceed, and onlylanteghe Veto because of that uncertainty.
Mayor O’Connell noted that there is no case lawpoimt, she had confirmed her opinion with
her legal counsel, and believes she has propeéscesed her Veto power, and goes on record
as disagreeing. Manager Sample, based on theit&dsicopinion and Council comments,
confirmed that he will then proceed in negotiatianth NorthWest EMS.

b. Resolution 2009-07 — Stimulus Package and Buy Aecaar Manager Sample noted that, with
regard to this resolution, the borough will makemvlegal effort to spend on U.S. materials
and labor. Mrs. Sappie noted that this is a remuént for the PennVest grants. Mayor
O’Connell noted that Stimulus money information Heeen provided, indicating the many
grant opportunities, and inquired if any of theppartunities have been looked into. This will
be reviewed and further discussed at the next mgefi Council.; share any ideas with Mrs.
Sappie (Finance Committee) and Manager Sample.

c. Resolution 2009-08 — Destruction of Voice and Videpes- Manager Sample reported that there
is no current, written policy on this matter, ahistresolution would provide policy.

d. HDR Bridge Proposat Revised proposal received, relating to strutteéiciencies not painting,
in the amount of $46,200. With some of the woneatly budgeted for, the decrease in the
paving program cost, plus the 2008 carryover fumasney is available for the HDR work.
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Mr. Cindric asked how this compares to previous estimates provided by Gateway, and
also asked how long the specs would be valid, & dtient the work is done in phases.
Manager Sample noted that he had not inquired isn bt it was understood that this work
would be done in phases and that stimulus monelpdieed into to do some of this work.

Mrs. Viola asked if the HDR work could also be danephases, prioritizing the immediate
tasks, rather than accepting and authorizing ttieegproposal for all of the work. It was the

consensus that all of this work needs to be dame,jrathe event of applications for Stimulus
or other funding, this would already be availalde“thovel-ready” projects.

e. Part Time Summer Help Mrs. Luxbacher noted that the interview process very interesting
and the committee tried to accommodate the posititsired by the applicants, as listed.

f. Insurance Quotes- Manager Sample reported that the two most coalyerproposals were
received by HDH and the current provider, PIRMAIRIKA is the lowest premium cost at
approx. $53,000, and HDH, part of the MRM Groupt thandles our pooled Workers Comp
insurance, is approx. $57,500. With HDH, after twears, the borough would be eligible for a
dividend of approx. $6,500-$7,000 (comparing to isimmunicipalities), based on loss
experience. There are differences in the limitRNPA offering $10,000,000. per occurrence,
and HDH varied and lesser limits. Also, differendesdeductibles — PIRMA with no
deductible on the Police and Public Officials liapiinsurance. Would be available for a first
dividend from HDH in the year 2012, based on losseslaims. PIRMA does not pay
dividends, but rather reduces the premiums forettitire pool. Mayor O’Connell noted that,
in five years, with the receipt of dividends, aisgg could be realized under HDH. She also
noted that this information was just received arayrhe a lot to compare and review, and
suggested that Council may not be prepared to malexision at this time. Manager Sample
noted that our insurance expires on May', 180 there would be sufficient time to further
review and make a decision at the May" I3ouncil meeting. A committee will meet and
review this information; being Mrs. Sappie, Mr. @iic, Mrs. Viola and Mr. Bloom, and
Mayor O’Connell and Manager Sample — not a majasftCouncil and no decisions made at
the meeting, so will not require advertising.

g. Spring/Summer Newsletter Mr. Crown asked if the mass e-mail program cdogdincluded.
Manager Sample noted that this program has not t@®pleted by our tech, and information
not yet available. Mrs. Luxbacher recalled disturss to make residents aware of Triangle
Pet policies and the need to contact them in tlemtesf a lost pet. She also noted that the
Library article shows the value of the free librasrvices offered. Mr. Christman requested
that all website references be bolded and moreeatie print. He also noted that Crafton
Celebrates will be performing the mailing tasksiffstg and stapling, on the evening of May
12" and asked for additional volunteers. Mrs. Tremlalslyed that any errors or corrections be
provided by the end of the week, when it will bémitted to the printer.

Dear Mr. Sample:

As T stated I would do at the most recent meeting of the Borcugh Council, I am now
providing to you a wriiten opinion regarding the Mayor’s attempt to veto the following motions
that were passed at the March 25, 2009 Borough of Crafton Council meeting:

Motion: It was regularly moved by Mrs. Sappie, seconded
by Mr. Bloom, to authorize the Borough Manager to execute
the one hundred Twenty (120) day written notice terminating
the service agreement between the Borough and Robinson
Emergency Medical Services per the conditions of the
agreement. :

Motion: It was regularly moved by Mrs. Sappie, seconded
by Mrs. Luxbacher, to authorize the Borough Manager to begin
negotiations with NORTHWEST EMERGENCY MEDICAL
SERVICES to provide the Borough with Emergency Medical
services.

At the April 8, 2009 Borough of Crafton Council meeting, the Mayor presented a letter
dated April 8, 2009 purporting to veto the motions. At that meeting, I expressed my opinion that
based upon the nature of the motions, the Mayor had no authority to veto the motions.
Nonetheless, at the April 8, 2009 Borough of Crafton Council meeting, in an apparent attempt to
reconsider these motions, they were again made and seconded with both motions passing by a
five (5) to four (4) vote. When I was asked at the meeting of April 8, 2009 what was the
significance of the Mayor’s actions and the subsequent motions and votes, I indicated that the
Mayor’s veto was a nullity and that the additional votes were not necessary. It is my opinion that
the motions were properly made and passed at the March 25, 2009 council meeting and that the
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actions taken at the April 8, 2009 Council meeting did nothing to alter or diminish the original
motions. To support this opinion, I offer the following analysis.

ordinance.

Section 1007 of the Borough Code provide as follows:

Section 1007. Passage, Approval and Veto of Ordinances. (a)
Every ordinance and every resolution of legislative character
except as herein otherwise provided, passed by the council, shall
be presented to the mayor for his approval. If the mayor approves,
he shall sign it; but, if he shall not so approve, he shall return it
with his objections to the council at its next regular meeting
occurring at least ten days after the meeting at which such
ordinance was passed by the council, when the objections shall be
entered upon the minutes and the council shall proceed to a
reconsideration thereof either at the meeting at which the vetoed
ordinance was returned or at any other regular, special or
adjourned meeting held not later than ten days thereafter. If, after
such reconsideration, two-thirds of all the members elected to said
council, or a majority of council plus one, when the number
composing such council is less than nine, shall vote fo pass such
ordinance or resolution, it shall become of as full force and effect
as if it had received the approval of the mayor; but in such case the
vote shall be determined by veas and nays, and the names and
votes of the members shall be entered on the minutes.

Initially, it is important to note that the Borough has not enacted a resolution or

Nonetheless, Pemnsylvania cowrts have not found the distinction between a
resolution, ordinance, or other action to be significant. Rather, Pennsylvania courts have found
that it is the nature of the action more than the form of the action that is significant. In the case
of Wilkes-Barre Connecting R. Co. v. Kingston Borough, 319 Pa. 471, 181 A. 564 (1935), the
Supreme Cowurt of Pennsylvania, when discussing the section of the Borough Code granting to a
mayor the right of vete, stated as follows:

The construction placed on this section of the act and on sections
providing for advertisement and recording is that they apply to all
acts of the council by ordinance or resolution which are of a
legislative character, but not to those that are merely ministerial or
executive. Generally, under the first, are permanent regulations for
the government of the borough, the granting of privileges to
occupy streets, and the creation of liability by contract; under the
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second, the transaction of current business, the ordinary
administration of municipal affairs, and the awarding of contracts
which have been previously authorized.

With regard to the recent actions taken by the Borough of Crafton, they clearly do not
establish permanent regulations for the government of the Borough, nor grant privileges to
occupy streets, nor create liability by contract. Thus, based upon the language in the Wilkes-
Barre Connecting R. Co. v. Kingston Borough case, the actions of the Borough were not
legislative, and therefore, were not subject to a mayor’s veto.

The Commonwealth Court of Pennsylvania in the case of Scheetz v. the Borough of
Lansdale, 64 Pa. Cmwlth. 24, 438 A.2d 1048 (1982), provided an analysis that is applicable to
the current case. In the Scheetz case, the Court was deciding whether a borough’s capital
expenditure for the purchase of land for a firehouse was a legislative action of the borough
council. The Court found that “a particular land purchase in itself is an action administrative in
nature”. This conclusion was based upon the fact that Section 1201 of the Borough Code which
identifies corporate powers, in Section 1201(4) grants to the Borough the specific right to acquire
land without the necessity of an ordinance.

The Court in Scheetz also considered whether the capital expenditure for the purchase of
land for the firehouse was a legislative action by the Borough Council when the funds were not
borrowed but were obtained by transferring surplus funds from one fund to the general fund.
With regard to this analysis, the Court focused its attention on Section 1006(3) of the Borough
'Codes which provides as follows:

The legislative powers of boroughs including capital expenditures
not payable out of current funds, shall be exercised by or be based
on an ordinance. All other powers shall be exercised by vote of the
majority of counsel present at a meeting, unless otherwise
provided.

The Court in Scheetz determined that this language clearly indicates that council’s actions would
be characterized as legisiative only if the expenditure involved borrowed funds (i.e. funds other
than current funds). Thus, the Court found that a capital expenditure for the purchase of real
property was not a legislative action requiring passage of an ordinance and subjecting it to the
veto of a mayor.

Using a similar analysis as the Court used in the Scheetz case, and applying it to the
actions taken by the Borough of Crafton, Section 1201(66) of the Borough Code grants to the
Borough the following corporate power:
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
