SPRING – SUMMER REMINDERS! 
High Grass and Weeds 

 

Grass cutting season is upon us and it comes with the need for property owners to 
maintain the height of grass on their properties.  As established by the Borough the 
height of grass and weed growth is not to exceed six inches.  Please maintain a 
clean and well kept lawn; and don’t forget to trim the grass between the curb and 
sidewalk.  Also, sweeping or blowing the grass clippings into the street is 
prohibited. 
 

Posting Signs on Trees and Telephone Poles 
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Pet owners should be aware of several Borough ordinances in effect.  Visit 
www.crafton.org and click on Borough Ordinances.  Search Chapter 71 - Animals.  
For example:  All dogs shall be kept under restraint either by a leash or by being kept 
within the exclusive premises of the owner (fencing, etc.). The owner of a dog shall not 
permit dog to deposit waste or commit a nuisance on private property – It shall be the 
duty of the dog owner to promptly remove the dog’s excrement from any property. No 
dogs are permitted in the playgrounds or park areas. It shall be unlawful for owner to 
permit: Pets to run at large, engage in habitual howling, barking, crying or whining, 
chase or otherwise harass any person in such a manner as to reasonably cause 
intimidation or put a person in reasonable apprehension of bodily harm or injury.

BOROUGH OF CRAFTON – CODE OF ORDINANCES 
Chapter 131:  HEALTH HAZARDS AND NUISANCES  

 

§ 131-7. Garbage, rubbish and refuse.  No person shall place, throw or deposit garbage, refuse, waste, rubbish, papers or 
decaying plant, animal or vegetable matter of any kind, including tree or plant cuttings, upon or along any street or highway 
or upon public property or along the bank of any stream or watercourse within the Borough.  
 
§ 131-11. Violations and penalties.  Any person, firm or corporation who violates a provision of this chapter, or who fails to 
comply therewith, or with any of the requirements thereof, shall be, upon conviction thereof, sentenced to pay a fine of not less 
than $300 nor more than $1,000 for each violation, plus costs, and, in default of payment of said fine and costs, to 
imprisonment to the extent permitted by law for the punishment of summary offenses.

Crafton Elementary School 
Feasibility Study 

 
The Carlynton School Board is conducting a district-wide building use study (Feasibility Study) to consider what to do with its 
three school buildings, including Carnegie and Crafton Elementary Schools. Options include renovating or closing one, or both, of 
the elementary schools. 
 

Crafton Elementary has been the cornerstone of our community for close to 100 years and continues to be an invaluable asset, with 
Crafton residents walking their children to school, kids playing outside in the courtyard and parents congregating after school. Like 
the wonderful Victorian homes in Crafton, the historic Crafton Elementary school building, which was formerly the Crafton High 
School, was constructed with materials and workmanship that could not be duplicated today. It is the hope of many, that the 
buildings can be renovated and updated. 
 

Not only is the Crafton Elementary school building a significant gem in our community landscape, it also boasts some of the 
highest test scores in the state. It provides an excellent education for our children in a supportive and safe learning environment. 
 

Local walk-to schools attract young families to a neighborhood, which keeps a community growing and vibrant. There are concerns 
that closing a community school would lead to community decline, loss of property value, and eventual blight.
