Leaf dust may accumulate on parked ve hicles during the operation of this 
equipment - We sincerely apologize for this tempora ry inconvenience.  

Note:  Our trash hauler does not pick-up leaves during thi s period, so please 
do not place bagged leaves out for pick-up on trash  day.

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A Crime Watch meeting was held on October 1st, focusing on Identity Theft.  
Agents from the Pennsylvania Attorney General’s Office; Office of Consumer 
Protection, provided this program to our community, free of charge.   
Unfortunately, Identity Theft is increasing and many cases go unreported. 
1. If you are a victim of Identity Theft, you must report it to your local police.  

The Crafton Police Dept. has put together a package of forms and 
information to assist you. 

2. Shred all solicitations for credit cards – If you do not have a shredder, it 
may be a good item to put on your Holiday Wish List. 

3. If you do not wish to receive offers of pre-approved credit you may opt-out 
by going to www.optout-prescreen.com or by calling 888-5OPT-OUT (888-
567-8688). 

4. Take advantage of the free credit reports.  You are entitled to one each year 
from each of the three credit reporting agencies (Experian, TransUnion & 
Equifax).  Use one agency every 4 months so that you will have 3 updated 
reports during the year.  Visit www.annualcreditreport.com – FREE 
ANNUAL CREDIT REPORT, or contact Annual Credit Report Request 
Service, P.O. Box 105283, Atlanta, GA  30348-5283, #877-322-8228. 

5. If you are no longer using a credit card, make sure that you notify the 
company in writing and keep a copy of the notice.  Just cutting up a credit 
card and not using it does not necessarily close out your account.

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A Child Is Missing utilizes sophisticated computer mapping systems and trained 
technicians with the capacity to place 1,000 alert phone calls in one minute to residents 
and businesses in the area where someone has gone missing.  Upon receipt of a missing 
person call, Crafton Borough Police will now make their first telephone call to a toll free 
number that rings in Fort Lauderdale, Florida, and the call is answered 24/7, 365 by a 
trained technician.  A Child Is Missing initiates a rapid process and expedites thousands 
of phone calls within minutes with a customized recorded message detailing the missing 
persons description and last known whereabouts.  The message will also include the 
Crafton Borough Police Department phone number to be called by anyone who has 
information regarding the location of the missing person. 
 

A Child Is Missing has been serving law enforcement since January 1997.  This national 
alert program is funded from government grants, corporations, foundations, individuals 
and special events – so, there is no cost to Crafton Borough for this service.  This works 
independently, but in tandem, with Amber Alert.  For more information, visit their
